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FROM THE PUBLISHER'S DESK

The hot weather of July and August has now passed
and teachers, students and office workers who may have
been away for holidays are now back to work. But during
this time the staff of CCLC has been working unceasingly
to provide textbooks for the next term for kindergartens,
primary and secondary schools and theological seminaries.

In addition the Jubilee bi-lingual edition of the
Hymns of Universal Praise and the 1986 H.K. Church
Directory have come out. At the urging of our readers
we put in our ‘86-‘87 publication plan the re-printing
of many Theological Education Series and Christian
Classics Library books which have been unavailable for
several years. I am happy to report that this plan is now
underway.

In this issue of the Newsletter we are especially intro-
ducing books of church history, theology and philosophy.
We are preparing a set of twenty-one books of  the
complete writings of the Rev. Canon Simom Ho Sai-Ming.
We have also published for the Centenary of the HK-CCC
Hop Yat Church History of To Tsai Church. This was the
first Church to be self-supporting in China. We especially
thank Dr. Bill T.C. Yang for his article in this Newsletter
which will be of interest especially to those in theological
education.

As Vice-Chairman of the HK.-C.C.C., I was on of the
delegates in June to attend the National Conference of
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Chinese Churches in Vancouver where we had been
invited as an interdenominational organization to exhibit
our literature. An article about this Conference appears
in this issue.

Hong Kong is a bridge between East and West for
economic and cultural interchange, so we are always
glad to welcome visitors to our office. In mid-July Pastor
Tso Man-King of the Church of Christ in Washington D.C.
joined our morning prayer and shared his insights with us.
Another visitor was Dr. O.M. Tso whose father was a
well-known Anglican priest in HK. He returned from
Boston to give our staff a lecture on the use of com-
puters. Another visitor we were happy to see was Mr.
Patrick Gilbert, General Secretary of S.P.C.K., who has
always been very supportive of our work.

In the nearly twenty years since we moved to
Kowloon from Upper Albert Road in Hong Kong, we have
had only one re-decoration of our office . Whereas in the
’50s we had a staff of only three persons, today our staff
numbers thirty. We moved our bookroom to Tung Fong
Street to allow more space for our editorial, production
and business staff and now it is necessary to make more
extensive renovations in our office to provide adequate
and comfortable work space for our staff. This work
is being carried out in August and September. In all that
we are able to accomplish we thank God for his grace
which always exceeds what we may think or expect.
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
