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Life of John Wesley by C. W. Allan
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Hong Kong—Our Promised Land

In the books of Numbers and Deuteronomy in the Old
Testament we frequently read about God’s promise to
give the land of Canaan to Israel. But God also kept
reminding Israel of the conditions under which they were
to take possession of the land. The tirst was that they
were to follow God’s leading and the second was that they
were to obey all God’s laws. (Deut. 4:1)

Here in Hong Kong during these next eventful years
from 1987 to 1997 we, too, are looking to enter a
“promised land.” But the same conditions also apply to
us that we have faith and trust God’s leading and that
we live in obedience to God’s laws.

As we look at the past year in our CCLC work we can
see the wonderful way in which God has led us and
blessed u$ in so many ways. We pray that we remain
faithful so that we can look to the future with
confidence.

I would like to share with our readers a brief summary

report of this year’s activities.
1. Business Activities: Because of the splendid coopera-
tion of our CCLC staff under the guidance of our Execu-
tive Committee, our business operations have moved
forward smoothly and efficiently. Our Executive Com-
mittee is chaired by Dr. Heyward Wong and includes
six ministers, Luke Cheung, Simon Ho, T.Y. Ho, Abraham
Sen, Lincoin Leung and P.L. Chiang, and four leaders in
education, T.S. Chow, S. C. Fung, Nancy Yung and K.F.
Lau.

Our hard-working staff now numbers about thirty in
six departments: administration, accounting, business,
editorial, production, and retail and distribution.

In 1981 we cooperated with the Methodist Church to
establish the S & S Bookroom which has prospered. Last
year we moved our Peking Road Bookroom to Tung Fang
St. behind the Chinese Y.M.C.A. Most recently we opened
another Bookroom in Central on December 1st, 1986.

For a long time CCLC has been urged to improve their

distribution of books to Taiwan where there is a ready
market. With the help of leaders in Taipei, we have
finally opened a distribution centre in a central area of
Taipei. A Thanksgiving service was held at the Hwai En
Church on Jan.2- Rev. Chow Lien-hwa is the chairman of
the new Board of Directors and other Board members
include Cheung Pui-yeung, H. K. Weng, Tsai Jen-li and
Juanita H.S. Mei. Rev. Abraham Sen will be in charge of
the centre with Miss Chen Mei-yueh as adminstrative
assistant. We thank God who answers prayer and leads us
on in His service.
2. Publications: The order to plan our publication
programme, the Executive Committee has set up a
Publication Committee to evaluate manuscripts and
advise us on needs and trends. Canon Luke Cheung is the
chairman of this committee which includes Rev. Abraham
Sen, Rev. P.L. Chiang, Rev. K.W.Man, Rev. CK. Lee,
Canon Alan Chan, Col. T.S. Lau and Miss L.K. Wong.

In 1986 we published 21 new titles; we re-printed
45 titles, not counting our textbook programme;and our
printing service produced 2 titles. Compared with 1985,

this is a very fine record indeed. A complete listing of
these books is in Chinese in this Newsletter.

3. A Look Forward: While CCLC is only one of many
Publishers in Hong Kong, we believe God has given us an
important mission which will influence the future.
Certainly as we look back to the ways in which God has
guided us in the past, we can trust Him for our future.

Six months ago we set up a small group for planning
how we might celebrate the 100th anniversary of the
Christian Literature Society in China and the 36th year
of CCLC in Hong Kong. A number of activities are
being planned.

We want to push ahead with publications, especially
in completing some of our projects such as the Chinese
Bible Commentary, the Daily Study Bible, The ILay
Training Series and the Collection of S.M. Ho’s
Writings. Other books you may look forward to are The
Geography of the Bible by Denis Baly, Hymn Stories in
two volumes by Lin Lieh, Pastoral Counselling and
Psychotherapy by Man King Tso and Basic Types of
Pastoral Counselling by Howard Clinebell. We also plan to
produce a number of new books for children and youth.

Many times readers are frustrated because a needed
book is out of print and we are working to keep in print
such books as the Christian Classics Library, Theological
Education Series and such devotional books as may be in
special demand. We plan to do all this as well as the semi-
annual production of all our textbooks.
