1990 FRANKFURT BOOK FAIR

Miss Rosana Liu, Assistant Administrative Secretary of
the CCLC, has been invited to attend a seminar sponsored
by the WACC from September 27 to October 11 in Frank-
furt and on behalf of the Council to join the Book Fair.
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Bidding farewell to the hot summer, the students again
carry their book-cases and go back to school. In this issue,
we present two new books of the Chinese Bible Commentar-
ies to the readers and especially the seminaries. Inserted is
a substantial theological book list.

In early August, Irag sent troops to invade Kuwait.
The situation in the Middle East was filled with a sudden
tension and the whole world was dumbfounded. Unavoid-
ably, the economic condition of Hong Kong was directly
affected. Some historians foretell that if the third world
war were to break out (which is hardly possible), the blast-
ing fuse would be in the Middle East. The complexity and
danger of the problems in the Middle East have existed for
long, but it seems that they remain unchanged. Doesn’t
this lie in with the Old Testament history and the prophe-
sies? The recently unearthed Golden Calf near Tel Aviv in
Israel once more confirms the authenticity of the Bible.

On the front page, we present an essay from the Old
Testament expert, Dr. Andrew Chiu. Before he hurried
back to the Jerusalem Ecumenical Institute For Theological
Research to continue his academic research, he spent time
to share with us his insights on the study and observation
in Israel last year. Apart from becoming alert of the hap-
penings in the Middle East, we are more concerned with
the Biblical revelation to the present world. Dr. Chiu was
one of the persons-in-charge of the publication of the
Chinese Bible Commentaries, being the Old Testament edi-
tor. Besides completing “An Introduction To The Old Testa-
ment”, he wrote part of the commentaries of the Pen-
tateuch. So far, we have issued ten volumes of the Old and
New Testament commentaries. In the near future, more
commentaries, e.g., the Gospel of Mark, the Proverbs and
the Genesis, will be published.

In the new semester, perhaps the schools are planning
to input more books to their libraries. As a suggestion,
there are the “CCLC Youth Series” for teenagers and the
“Happy Childhood Series” for the younger ones, proving to
be good literary works and translations.

The former CCLC publisher and Executive Committee
chairman, now the retired General Secretary of the Hong
Kong Christian Council, Dr. Heyward Wong, will return to
the United States with his wife in mid-September for long
term stay. Not only did Dr. Wong offer great help to the
CCLC, but he was also the director of the Bible Society, the
music consultant of the Hong Kong Chinese Christian
Church Union and the Hong Kong Council of the Church of
Christ in China. So in the past twenty years, he made pro-
found contribution to the Hong Kong Church and the com-
munity as well. At such hour of sad departure, we pray
that the Lord will guide the couple’s future, rendering
their retiring lives joyful and active.We expect more of Dr.
Wong’s works on Christian music to be published.
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
