Peace And Righteousness

“Let justice roll down like waters, and right-
eousness like an over-flowing stream.”
(Amos 5:24)

“Silent night, only three dollars for sale,
three dollars’ silent night!” On the Christmas Eve
of 1990, a selling voice was heard on the busy
Nathan Road in Tsimshatsui. A man wearing a
“silver crown” yelled with a coarse throat, pre-
senting his festive decorating articles on sale. He
did attract a number of children. How much does
peace cost? Does it only worth three dollars? This
was a big sarcasm especially when the warlike si-
tuation in the Persian Gulf was so pressing, as if
a tempest was approaching. The CCLC staff have
been praying for peace in the Middle East in
morning prayer, especially during Christmas, to
ask God to cease war from breaking out and let
the world have peace. When I wrote this passage,
the time limit alloted by the United Nations for
Iraq’s evacuation from Kuwait has started its
countdown. The seconds tick towards 15th Janu-
ary bit by bit and war is drawing near. But the
ambitious Iraqi leader is so stubborn that he in-
sists to drive thousands of people to the battle-
field, regardless of world-wide reprimand, and is
determined to fight against justice and righteous-
ness. We certainly want peace instead of war. Not
only is this the will of the people belonging to the
conflicting parties, but it is also the world’s de-
sire. However, when peace is called upon, right-
eousness should also be longed for. May God’s
justice and righteousness be practised on earth to
stop the evil one’s scheme from succeeding. At
the beginning of 1991, we hope that this is not
only a year of peace, but also a year when justice
rolls down like waters and righteousness like an
over-flowing stream.

Since I came back to Hong Kong in 1975, I
have joined the literary ministry of the CCLC for
fifteen years. Every year, I witness God’s abun-
dant grace in the Council. Year after year, I see
more and more of God’s gracious hands guiding
the Council and every fellow worker under
unusual circumstances to fulfill the task God en-
trusts to us and manifest His power. Now I would

past year.

Publications: 23 new books, 145 reprints (inc-
luding 109 reprinted text books) and six issues of
CCLC newsletter were published. We also did
various printing services.

Due to limited space, please refer to another
page describing the brief publication of last year.

Personnel: Until then, we have 21 full-time
staff members, 2 part-time staff members, 13
voluntary Executive Committee members, 4
church consultants and 11 Publication Committee
members.

Promotion: Apart from developing general
distribution network and the bookshop, we orga-
nised more than 50 school book fairs to introduce
good reading materials to students. Although the
editorial and marketing departments were in lack
of staff for the whole year, as many as 380,232
books were sold. We have to thank God’s blessing
and the staff’s hard work.

Use of place: Last year, the Council made
good use of the CCLC properties, such as the
Tsimshatsui headoffice, the publisher’s apart-
ment, the Yaumatei bookshop, Shatin distribution
department and Tsuen Wan warehouse. This
year, the Council plans to move the headoffice to
the 4th floor of St. Andrew’s Christian Centre and
find the publisher’s apartment elsewhere. The
present office of Peking Road will be used for
other purpose.

Book giving: Last year, theological reference
books were sent to churches and seminaries in
Mainland China. We also gave books to the chur-
ches in the Taiwan remote areas through our
Taipei branch. Books were also given to the Hong
Kong district communities through the YWCA
and social workers. The total amounted to more
than 12,800 copies.

We often receive letters of thanks, encourage-
ment and some contributions from various cir-
cles. We still hope that our brothers and sisters in
Christ will have concern for our need.

We hereby express our deepest thanks to the
churches, organisations and fellow professionals
in Christ who have supported and prayed for us.
