I was invited with other friends from the
Hong Kong Christian Council to visit churches in
Shantou, Chaozhou and Guangzhou. I could
really see two serious shortages of the local
churches in that three cities: Firstly, the lack
of pastors and theological teachers. Many of
them are around seventy and eighty years old.
Sixty years of age is said to be a young minis-
ter! Rev. D. X. Guo of the Chaozhou Church is
eighty-three years old now, but he still minis-
ters dozen churches and meeting spots. It 1is
rather better in Shantou, they have several
young church workers, but their work-load 1is
very heavy. The total number of church members
in Shantou and Chaozhou is one third of that in
Guangdong. Same to Guangzhou, the principal and
teachers of the Union theological seminary and
pastors of the churches are also in their old
age. Secondly, insufficiency of religious
books. The reference books that the pastors own
in hand are in very small quantity. Though the
Shantou and Chaozhou churches want to set up a
library to meet the need of theological stu-
dents, and church members of all ages, they have
nothing in hand. 1In the Guangdong Union Theo-
logical Seminary, there are more than hundred of
students. However, the library is small and the
reference books are limited. To those who
really concern the need of church and christians
in China, I would like to ask for your support.
