1. Internal Affairs

(a) Personnel Changes

- Music editor Ms. Juliana Kam renewed her contract on January 1, 2005.

- Sales staff Ms. Karen Leung was employed as regular post after her probation period on
February 1.

- Ms. Vitmen Tang was employed on April 1 as sales staff.

- Ms. Aileen Au was employed as a temporary staff on June 9 to assist in the Hymns of
Universal Praise proof-reading tasks.

- Mr. Raymond Sit was employed on December 16 as part-time vice marketing officer and
had resigned on March 1, 2006.

(b) Visitors

(c) Book Publishing

In 2005, CCLC published the Happy Childhood Bible Lessons and teacher’s guide, God

Loves the Little Ones Bible Lesson, teacher’s guide and activity book - totaling 60 titles.
Also first and revised edition books 27 titles, reprinted books 47 titles and books that we
acted as agent 4 titles which in total 78 titles. Two of them were printed in color and have
received popular responses with satisfactory sales. The Editorial and Production
Departments are responsible for the great accomplishment in this area. CCLC-published
Growing in the Wind and How to Forgive were awarded the 2nd Annual “Gold Medallion
Book™ honor given out by the Association of Christian Publishers, Ltd. All of us were greatly
encouraged.

(d) Sponsoring Community Educational Programs

- CCLC sponsored the Hong Kong University of Technology Student Association Choir and
the Cantacore Society at the “Musical Offering” concert in February.

- We donated bundles of books to the Mission Department of the Hong Kong Council of the
Church of Christ in China for their Burma mission. The books were brought to the Burma
churches in the mountain area.

- Working with the Media Evangelism Ltd. during the Hong Kong premier of movie 7he
Chronicles of Narnia: The Lion, the Witch and the Wardrobe, CCLC sold the books with
discount in support of charity works.

- Early in the year, CCLC held charity book sales to raise money for the South Asia tsunami
victims.

(e) Strengthening Marketing Effort

- CCLC held a release conference with the Barnabas Charitable Service Association Ltd. for
the new publication of Literature Stack. Mr. C. S. Chan, Legislative Councilman, was
invited to introduce new books at the event.

Competition Workshop.” Over 300 primary and secondary teachers participated.
